
Evening Activities

Evening Socials

When: Four events per year, usually themes or holiday related.  Past events include Holiday Dinner/Dance, Progressive Dinner, Casino Night, Halloween Party, Quiz Night, Bowling and more

Cost: varies per event

Gourmet Group/Dinner with Friends

When: 2-3 times per year

Cost: $25-$35 per couple for wine/spirits, plus an assigned recipe for the group

These are couples dining groups; each will meet 2-3 times this year.  Couples are assigned a recipe to prepare for a specific course in a gourmet dinner. This event can be limited to 20-26 people
Ladies Night Out

When: usually the 2nd Thursday @7 p.m.

Cost: varies; usually $5 plus bring a drink and appetizer or dessert to share

This group gets together once a month to socialize casually and share food and drink.  

Empty Nesters

When: Several times per year; check the calendar

Wine Tasting

When:  weekend evenings, 2-3 times a year

Cost: varies or $45 or less per person

This committee plans a social evening for people to taste and learn about a variety of wines.  Each event focuses on wines from a specific wine-growing region, country or price range paired with hors d'ouevres to complement the wines selected.  

Men’s Night Out

When: about once a month, on Friday evenings

Cost: varies

All men are invited to attend. Activities have included whirly-ball, indoor car racing, laser tag, an annual poker tournament, and meeting locally for drinks. 

Potluck

When: 2-4 times per year

Cost: free or minimal charge

This committee plans an event where everyone brings appetizers, desserts, drinks or food to share. Most are for adults only. Our August picnic is fun for the whole family.

Cost: varies

This group is open to Newcomers with high school aged children or older, or members without children, Couples and singles are both welcome. According to Idiom Dictionary.com, Footloose people have no restrictions on their movements, and they are able to roam the world. This adventurous group is planning bike rides, kayak trips, dinners out, and ventures into the city.  

Daytime Activities

Monthly Luncheon

When: Monthly, usually on the 3rd Thursday

Cost: varies, usually $30-$35

This committee plans the monthly luncheon at various restaurants and clubs along the North Shore.  It also serves as the Club’s business meeting. 
Book Discussions

When: Monthly on the 2nd Tuesday

Cost: Free

This group meets in a member's home to discuss a variety of books that have been selected by the group. We plan our reading for 12 months at a time, so you can look over the schedule and attend whenever you are able to read the book for that month. 

Good Food & Friends

When: 5 times per year, on the 4th or 5th Friday

Cost: $20-$25

This group hosts a casual lunch that has been catered in a member's home on the 4th or 5th Friday of the month.  It is often limited to a group of 20.  The lunches are scheduled for Sept., Oct., Jan., Feb. and April.

Bicycle Riding

When: varied days, check the calendar; Spring and Fall

Cost: free, just need to own your own bike! We sometimes stop for lunch after our rides. This activity is joint with Encore Club 
Playgroups

When: Thursdays at 3:30pm

Cost: free

Moms with young children meet weekly in member's homes or area parks, usually on Thursday afternoons. Children play together while moms visit.

When: Thursday mornings
Cost: per session
Meets at College Park Athletic Club. Details in monthly newsletter.

When: usually meets on the 1st Friday of the month

Cost: varies

International Connections is a group of people who are from abroad or at some time lived outside the US. It is a great social group for support and friendship. Cost: varies

When:  Mondays 8:45-9:45 am

Where: at local parks and forest preserves

When: Bi-weekly in winter

When: Monthly, afternoons

Cost: movie ticket
