Membership Agreement:   
 

Members agree to abide by the Bylaws,  Policies, and Standing Rules of the Club as previously adopted, or as may be adopted from time-to-time. These Bylaws and 

Standing Rules are printed annually in the Newcomersô Club of LB/LF Membership Directory. Bylaws and Standing Rules which are adopted subsequently to the 

annual printing of the Membership Directory are available for inspection by contacting the Newcomersô Club Secretary. Such Bylaws and Standing rules provide 

that each member shall waive any claim or cause of action against the Club, its officers or persons carrying out any Club activi ty pursuant to the request and direc-

tion of Club Officers while such club member, officers or person are engaged in the purpose of the Club.
